Our team is one of four ranger teams based
within the borough, working as part of Ealing
Council's Parks, Countryside and Events
Service. Based in Manor House Grounds
Lodge, we provide a ranger service within
the Southall, Greenford and Northolt area
including sites such as Southall Park and
Tentelow Wood.

‘cares for Ealing’s parks, open spaces and
nature conservation areas. This includes

I allotments, sports pitches, golf courses,
cemeteries and playgrounds. Working
closely with local people, community groups
and council departments, the Service aims to
ensure the green areas of Ealing provide a
haven for people and wildlife.

When you see rangers about, please come
up, say ‘hello’ and have a chat!
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Over the last few months our team has been
working in partnership with the Southall street
wardens to try to educate people about the health
risks involved in feeding pigeons and other birds.
Generally, people who feed the pigeons drop
large amounts of bread and food waste. This
significantly affects people’s enjoyment of their
local park and can also attract rats.

During our weekly enforcement sessions, we give
out flyers, which explain why bird feeding is
prohibited and issue £80 fixed penalty notices to
anyone dropping bread or food waste for the = Rats are a hazard to human health.
pigeons. Many people even throw away their
plastic bags as well.

The sign on the right can be seen in many parks
to reinforce our message but, remember, it's .
illegal to drop litter or food waste in any public
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open space.

# Leaving food is illegal and anyone caught can be
given a fixed penalty notice or prosecuted.
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
